My favourite eBay merchant. This is a store, no bidding required. Czech
pressed glass and crystals, cat’s eye bead, sometimes pearls.

To buy from eBay you will need to establish a Paypal account. This is a
free for users,  electronic funds transfer system. The main concern for people new to
online trading is security. There are fraudsters in cyber space who have the
added advantage of anonymity. A common scam is to send emails purporting to be
from eBay stating that your account is suspended and you must go to a site and
put in your password. DO NOT do it.

beading tips
Thread beads in various colour combinations
on to small safety pins to try out colour schemes.
The pins can then be linked together with a
larger pin.  This is easy to carry and refer
to during bead shopping.

The small, ‘shower cap’ style of food covers
prevent spi l ls and deter curious pets.

Try threading a needle a size down from that
required then go back to threading the
original needle. It will seem much bigger!

VAriations on:
Daisy Chain
Try using different types of beads as
center beads. If you use larger or
smaller center beads, adjust the number
or size of seed beads.  Adding more
rows of lace along the edge creates a
wider cuff  style.

ruffled peyote bracelet
Widen the flat row  to fit more accent
beads creating a lush, bead ‘garden’
for the wrist.

here it is!!
marisa’s beaders
low fat, low gi
boiled carrot loaf
1 cup grated carrot
3/4 cup sultanas
3/4 cup water
juice of one small lemon
1/2 cup raw sugar
1 tblspn low fat margarine
1/2 tspn cinnamon
1/2 tspn nutmeg
3/4 cup wholemeal flour
3/4 cup self raising flour
1/2 teaspoon bicarb soda
1/2 cup roughly chopped walnuts

Combine carrot ,  su l tanas,  water,
margarine, sugar, spices and lemon
juice. Bring to boil, reduce heat, cover,
simmer 10 minutes. Cool to room
temperature. Stir in remaining  ingredients.
Bake in a greased and  floured loaf tin
in a moderately slow (160-180C)
oven, one hour or until  pulling from sides
and skewer comes out clean.
Serve warm or cold.
